3. The level of housing & employment development within Hatherleigh, North Tawton & Lifton.

4. The provision of housing within the main (Bridestowe & Lewdown) & secondary villages (Exbourne; Folly Gate; Spreyton & Sampford Courtenay)

· New Housing up by 250 dwellings to 900

· Three Options being proposed 

· 40% Affordable Housing

Developments to include :-

· Mixed Use Development in the East (900 or 450 or 600) – Balance in the west.

· Playing Fields & Open Space

·  A third Primary School (For Option 2 in the West)
· Neighbourhood retailing

· Link Road (Exeter Rd – Crediton Rd)

· 6.5 – 10 ha of employment land to the East.

Oaklands Drive Link Road – Not support by evidence to date only short peaks

· Very limited capacity for new houses unless sewage capacity increased

Sampford Courtenay

· New developments considered only if encourages the growth of  key rural services in the village.
