About Today: 

Today’s workshop is facilitated by Jeff Bishop of BDOR a leading Community Planning and Engagement consultant. The issues will be based around work currently being undertaken by the Devon Heartlands Community Partnership (formerly Okehampton MCTi) and members and officers of the West Devon Local Strategic Partnership as part of an Action Research Project for the Carnegie UK Trust. 
Community Engagement is a major focus of the recent Government White Paper, in particular how the development of Local Strategic Partnerships and the Community and Voluntary sector, including Community Planning Partnerships, might support the process. 
Bringing these processes together around some form of ‘Comprehensive Engagement Strategy’ (as in the White Paper) is an exciting challenge and the Devon Heartlands Carnegie UK Trust project offers the opportunity to work together to develop and report emerging exemplars of good practice to a wider audience including Government.

The issues identified for consideration today include:

· Development of Protocols for Community Plans and working with Community Planning Groups

· The development and use of a Community Plans and Projects Database 

· Use of Community-led Plans in the new Local Development Frameworks 

· The development of ‘Community Fora’ as a means of sustaining ongoing engagement

· Integrating LSP-led and Community-led work into a single overall Strategy

· Development of LSP’s and new Sustainable Community Strategies

It is anticipated that an outcome of today’s workshop will be a decision to hold a Dissemination Event to share progress and some specific examples with a wider audience in a County-wide event. (Date and venues to be announced) 

Finally, Jeff is leading work of local and national significance on these issues with many key agencies including the Market & Coastal Towns Association, the South West Acre Network, the Planning Advisory Service and the Improvement and Development Agency and the Devon Heartlands Carnegie Action Research Project and we look forward to incorporating your experience and expertise within this action research.
